Redevelop a Missional Relationship with
Playcare

toward achieving this recommendation.
The task force is to be commended for
the progress that has been made.

Heal the Divisions Between the Two Ser-
vices and Stay in Community

Both the former recommendation and this
one asks everyone to consider:

1) moving beyond assumptions and stay-
ing in dialogue when there is disagree-
ment and 2) disregarding rumors and
talking directly with people involved.
