We at PUMC have an opportunity to fund the printing  of 
some of the first books ever to be printed in this lan-
guage!  Imagine.  People will be learning to read and write 
their own language for the very first time, and the Bible will 
be their text!

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      What a celebration we had with Rev. Dr. Zan Wesley Holmes, Jr. preaching dur-
ing the morning services January 27th and sharing about his life and ministry in the 
afternoon. We rejoiced in having members of other congregations join us for the af-
ternoon time of asking questions and listening. 
       How appropriate it was to come near the end of Epiphany and move toward our 
time of Lenten studies using Dr. Zan Holmes’ book Encountering Jesus. The time of 
Epiphany has a focus on the coming of the Magi, the baptism of Jesus, and the calling 

of the disciples. The time of Lent has a focus on the earthly ministry of Jesus and then the last 
week of Jesus’ life from Palm Sunday up to the Saturday before Easter. Lent is actually the 
forty days between Ash Wednesday and Easter, but not counting Sundays. Scripturally, we  
look at how Jesus encountered his disciples and others as he did his ministry. 
      We have more than 100 people involved in our Lenten study this year! From youth to older 
adults the focus is on our encountering Jesus in various ways and places. We are glad that some 
of the other churches in the East Pierce County Circuit will also be using the same Lenten study 
as well. Zan offers practical and helpful suggestions and reflections on how our church can, in 
fact, become faithful and vital in a time when so many of our pastors and their congregations 
feel helpless and hopeless. It was written primarily by a pastor who faced the need of his local 
church to feel and show signs of vitality. It is appropriate for us today to continue to seek ways 
to be vital in our congregation and in the larger community. 
      The broader concern for Zan was that church members and friends tend to participate with-
out having an encounter with Jesus Christ. Thus, we may know intellectually what Jesus is talk-
ing about (or at least think that we do), but we don’t allow ourselves the joy of really being en-
countered through various experiences. Zan shares that we can encounter Jesus in familiar 
places such as the Bible, in worship, in small groups, through the sacraments, and in the life of 
the church and its work no matter where people gather. 
      It is my hope that whether you are a participant in one of the study groups, or read his book 
on your own, or see and hear in one of the above situations, that you might have your own en-
counter with Christ during this season of Lent.

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      Last month, we focused on the food we eat as 
one way that we can cut down on our carbon foot-
print.  This month, we will look at some easy things 
we can do around our homes that are effective.  In 
fact, many of them can save us money and lower 
our carbon footprint.   
      The first thing that usually comes to mind is re-
cycling.  Recycling is something everyone within 
the family can get involved.  Most communities 
make it easy with a single bin curbside pick up 
available.  Even if your community does not offer 
this service, there are county-wide drop off loca-
tions available to you.  By recycling hazardous ma-
terials such as florescent bulbs and lead acid batter-
ies at the county hazardous materials recycling cen-
ter you are keeping these materials out of our land 
fill.  Be sure and check our church’s web site for the 
latest links for recycling information. 
      The first step in making your home more energy 
efficient is to have your utility company conduct an 
energy audit.  Many times this is a free service.  
While the audit itself will not reduce your energy 
consumption it will give you a place to start.   
      The EPA estimates that homeowners can typi-
cally save up to 20% of heating and cooling costs 
(or up to 10% of total energy costs) by air sealing 
their homes and adding insulation in attics, and 
floors over crawl spaces.  This can be accomplished 
by having an R value of 38 in your attic insulation.  
(About 12” of fiberglass blank or 15” of loose-fill 
fiberglass)  Install inexpensive electrical outlet gas-
kets on all your wall switches and outlets.  Your 
floors should have an R-22 value over crawlspaces.  
Any new construction should have at least an R-22-
26 value in the walls.  Calking and sealing outside 
window and door jams and plumbing (along with 
insulating your hot water pipes) will increase your 
over all energy leakage.  If your windows are the 
old single-pane type, you can save a significant 
amount by changing to double or triple-pane win-
dows.  This can be expensive for large windows but 
may pay off in the long run.  Finally, if you have an 
old thermostat, you might consider replacing it with 
a new digital one.  
      Changing your incandescent lights to fluores-

cent bulbs is a quick and easy way to reduce electric 
consumption.  Not only do they use less energy, 
they last longer.  Just make sure you dispose of 
them properly.   
      In the area of water conservation, be sure to fix 
any leaking or dripping faucets or toilets.  It is 
amazing how much water one drippy faucet can 
waste.  Another easy conservation act is to replace 
your conventional shower heads with water con-
serving heads. Some water providers give these 
away free. 
      Finally, if you are replacing or buying a new ap-
pliance, computer, water heater or lighting consider 
using one that is Energystar rated.  And remember; 
turn off any lights you are not using. 
      One other thing, if you haven’t seen the 20 min-
ute video by Annie Leonard and Free Range Stu-
dios on Stuff , then check it out at:  www.
storyofstuff.org  Some very interesting stuff!  
      Next month we will look at fair trade and equal 
exchange items.

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      Heart disease is still the leading cause of death 
in our country, even though there have been reduc-
tions in the death rate for heart disease and stroke. 
It is also the leading cause of diabetes-related 
death. Would you recognize the symptoms of a 
heart attack and know to seek immediate medical 
attention? 
      Common signs and symptoms of a heart at-
tack include: 

·     Pressure, fullness, or a squeezing pain in the 
center of your chest that lasts for more than 
a few minutes. 

·     Pain extending beyond your chest to your 
shoulder, arm, back or even your teeth and 
jaw 

·     Prolonged pain in the upper abdomen 
·     Shortness of breath 
·     Impending sense of doom 
·     Fainting 
·     Nausea and vomiting. 

      Signs and symptoms in 
women may be different or less 
noticeable than those in men 
      In addition to those symptoms above, symp-
toms in women may include:  

·     Abdominal pain or “heartburn” 
·     Clammy skin 
·     Lightheadedness or dizziness 
·     Unusual or unexplained fatigue 

      Although people’s symptoms may vary, the 
more signs and symptoms you have, the greater the 
likelihood that you may be having a heart attack. A 
heart attack may occur at any time - at rest or when 
you are in motion. The earliest predictor may be 
recurrent chest pain (angina) triggered by exertion 
and relieved by rest. Angina is caused by tempo-
rary, insufficient blood flow to the heart. It is criti-
cal that you seek immediate medical help if you ex-
perience signs and symptoms of a heart attack! 
      For more information about reducing your risk 
of heart disease, see the Health Ministries bulletin 
board across the hall from Pastor Lewis’ office.
