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      Wisdom is one of the most im-
portant concepts for an understand-
ing of what the New Testament says 
about Jesus. It is central for two rea-
sons. On the one hand Jesus was a 
teacher of wisdom – a sage. On the 

other hand, he is presented as the embodiment of 
divine wisdom. The following is a brief summary 
from Meeting Jesus Again for the First Time by 
Marcus J. Borg will primarily focus on Jesus as 
teacher of wisdom.  
      Basically, wisdom concerns how to live. It 
speaks of how to live one’s life in accordance with 
reality. Teachers of wisdom speak of commending 
the wise way and warning of the consequences of 
following the foolish way. There are two types of 
wisdom and two types of sages. The most common 
type of wisdom is conventional wisdom by such 
sages. This is the mainstream wisdom of a culture, 
“what everybody knows,” a culture’s understanding 
about what is real and how to live. The second type 
is a subversive and alternative wisdom. This wis-
dom questions and undermines conventional wis-
dom and speaks of another way, another path. Its 
teachers are subversive sages and they include some 
of the most famous figures of religious history. The 
wisdom of subversive sages is the wisdom of “the 
road less traveled.” Jesus spoke of “the narrow 
way” which led to life. 
      The forms of speech most frequently used by 
Jesus as an oral teacher were aphorisms and par-
ables. Aphorisms are short memorable sayings, 
great “one-liners.” Parables are short stories with a 
specific focus. Together these two are the bedrock 
of the Jesus tradition. They put us most directly in 
touch with the voice of the pre-Easter Jesus. The 
most certain thing we know about Jesus is that he 
was a storyteller and speaker of great one-liners.  
      The aphorisms and parables of Jesus function in 
a particular way: they are invitational forms of 
speech. Jesus used them to invite his hearers to see 
something they might not otherwise see. As evoca-
tive forms of speech, they tease the imagination into 
activity, suggest more than they say, and invite a 
transformation in perception. There are more than a 
hundred aphorisms which are arresting crystalliza-
tions of insight that invite further insight. “You can-
not serve two masters,” or “You strain out a gnat  

 
 

and swallow a camel” are two short, provocative 
sayings that mean more than what they say. To see 
how they worked as oral forms of speech, we must 
imagine them being said one at a time. For the most 
part, that is not how they or parables are presented 
in the gospels, where they are often presented in 
collections. These may have been said many times, 
for no oral teacher uses a great one-liner or story 
only once. One can imagine that that in the course 
of telling the story a number of times, these stories 
would be told in differing ways and expanded to 
varying lengths or revised depending upon who was 
in the audience. 
      Jesus often used the language of paradox and 
reversal to shatter the conventional wisdom of his 
time. Impossible combinations abound in his teach-
ing. What kind of world is it in which a Samari-
tan—a heretic and impure person—can be “good,” 
indeed be the hero of a story. So also Jesus fre-
quently spoke of the Kingdom of God in the lan-
guage of impossible or unexpected combinations. 
Jesus directly attacked the central values of his so-
cial world’s conventional wisdom: family, wealth, 
honor, purity, and religiosity. It is against these val-
ues that some of his most radical sayings were di-
rected. No wonder those who were secure in the 
world of conventional wisdom found little worth-
while in his message, and much that was nonsensi-
cal, offensive and even threatening. 
      In many of his parables and aphorisms, Jesus 
invited his hearers to see God not as the judge, not 
as the one who has requirements that must be met, 
but as gracious and compassionate. So Jesus’ par-
ables and sayings represented a systematic subver-
sion of the world of conventional wisdom. The no-
tion that our life on earth is primarily about meeting 
God’s requirements so that we may have a blessed 
next life was foreign to Jesus. While he probably 
“believed in an after life,” I think his message was 
not about how to get there.  
      What then is the way that leads to life? The nar-
row way, the way less traveled, is the alternative 
wisdom of Jesus. It has two closely related dimen-
sions. First, it is an invitation to see God as gracious 
rather than as the source and enforcer of the require-
ments, boundaries and divisions. Second, it is an in-
vitation to a path that leads to a life that is more and

more centered in God. The alternative wisdom of Je-
sus sees the religious life as a deepening relationship 
with the Spirit of God, not as a life of requirements 
and reward. Jesus used imagery of the heart to speak 
of the need for an internal transformation. The trans-
formation from secondhand religion to firsthand re-
ligion, from living in accord with what one has heard 
to life centered in the Spirit, is central to the alterna-
tive wisdom and the most powerful expression of this 
transformation. The gospel of Jesus, the good news 
of Jesus’ own message, is to move from a life of 
measuring up and requirements to a life of relation-
ship with God. It leads from a life of anxiety to a life 
of peace and trust. It leads from life centered in cul-
ture to life centered in God.

      You probably have noticed by now that there is 
more to the CEDAR Literacy Project than providing 
funds to print scriptures for a group of people who, 
up to now, have had no written language. There is 
also a need for a computer and related equipment. 
These are badly needed so that the translation of the 
New Testament can move forward. 
      A computer is needed so that the woman who 
does the major computer entry can work from her 
own home. Currently, she is using someone else’s 
computer. He lives in another village so she has to 
rent a place there, one and a half hours’ walk from 
her elderly parents who need her help.  Plus, she has 
to work at a man’s house for hours at a time, which 
is a very socially sensitive situation. She needs to be 
able to work from home. (For more information 
about this woman as well as how the translation pro-
ject works, see the flyer insert in the bulletin for 
March 2.) 
      A portable printer is needed so that when the 
translation team gets together (they all live in differ-
ent places) they can print out their work instead of 
everyone peering at one computer screen. Printers 
require ink cartridges and a couple of external drives 
will allow them to meet together with only one com-
puter. 
      These are things we might take for granted, 
given our ability to go out and buy what we need.  
But when you are working in a poor country with 
little technology available, you learn to be grateful 
for what you have and learn to do without. 
      We can make a difference! With this equipment 
the work can go much more easily and much faster.  
At a cost of $1,750 we can do this!

“All creation is the Lord’s, and we are responsible 
for the ways in which we use and abuse it. Water, 
air, soil, minerals, energy resources, plants, animal 
life, and space are to be valued and conserved be-
cause they are God’s creation and not solely be-
cause they are useful to human beings. . .” 
 

      This month I am going to deviate a little from 
the format from the last few issues.  This will be the 
last issue focusing on the environment as the Social 
Justice committee will be focusing on Health issues 
during the 2nd quarter of the year.   
      To this point, we have been focusing on what 
can be done in our own homes to improve the envi-
ronment in our communities.  This month we are 
going to look at things we can do that will have a 
more global effect.  If you haven’t had the chance 
to check out the 20 minute video, The Story of Stuff, 
at  www.storyofstuff.org, do so.  Or, it can be 
checked out from the Social Justice video lending 
library.   It shows the underside of our production 
and consumption patterns and the huge number of 
environmental and social issues it creates.   
      We, as consumers, have the obligation to know 
where our products come from and what the social 
and health impacts our buying habits have on not 
only ourselves but those who are involved in the 
product’s production.   
      Toward this end, you may have heard a little 
about two programs that have similar goals.  They 
are the Fair Trade and Equal Exchange programs.  
What is Fair Trade?  According to Co-op America, 
“The Fair Trade system ensures that people along 
every step of the supply chain receive fair wages, 
that workers and communities are treated with dig-

nity, and that artisans and producers take steps to 
preserve the environment. …. The Fair Trade econ-
omy is based on justice, dignity, empowerment, 
transparency, and respect for people and the 
planet.” 
      Fair Trade and Equal Exchange focus on a 
number of products such as coffee, chocolate, tea, 
sugar, fresh fruit, jewelry, home furnishings, art, 
rice, spices, wine and the list goes on.   
      How can we support Fair Trade?   
      Look for the labels. If one of these labels is on 
the packaging then the product has been certified 
by one of the two organizations.   
      Support businesses that carry Fair Trade 
items.  Here are a few local stores:  Tea and Coffee:  
Grounds for Change, Poulsbo, www.groundsfor 
change.com;  Crafts:  Ends of the Earth, Tacoma, 
www.endsoftheearth.biz ; Traditions Café and 
World Folk Art, Olympia, www.traditionsfairtrade.
com; Marigold Fair Trade, Olympia, www.
marigoldfairtradeclothing.com. A number of super-
markets carry coffee by  large-scale roasters:  
Tully’s, Starbucks, Seattle’s Best, Millstone, and 
Peet’s, each of which has some Fair Trade varieties.   
      Your Social Justice Committee is making avail-
able to you a booklet, Guide to Fair Trade.  This 
will answer many questions and provide many 
more sources for Fair Trade goods. Look for it in 
the narthex.  
      For those of you who missed the movie, Thirst, 
you can check it out from our video lending library 
in the church office.  Also, check out the Social 
Justice section of PUMC’s web site.

      Until a few, weeks ago when we studied it in 
Pastor Holmes’ book, many of us were unaware of 
what a lectionary was or what it meant. Now we've 
learned that the lectionary outlines the bible verses 
that are read each week in worship (with an occa-
sional departure). Often the pastor's message is 
drawn from or inspired by the passages from the 
lectionary. 
      The lectionary describes a three-year cycle 
where during each week of the church year four 
specific passages are read (Old Testament, Psalm, 
New Testament & Gospel).
