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������ Jesus was often in conflict 
with his critics about purity laws 
and issues. Within the modern 
church today, we tend to view such 
disputes as trivial, seeing purity 
laws as part of the ritual or ceremo-
nial law of ancient Judaism and of 
little importance compared with the 

moral law. Moreover, we tend to think of purity in 
individualistic terms. But in first-century Jewish Pal-
estine, this was not the case. Purity was neither indi-
vidualistic nor trivial. Rather, to put it concisely, pu-
rity was political. 
      Purity was political because it structured society 
into a purity system. It took as its starting point the 
verse interpreted from Hebrew and quoted last week. 
“You shall be holy, for I the Lord your God am 
holy.” Holiness was understood to mean “separation 
from everything unclean.” Holiness thus meant the 
same as purity.  
      Purity systems are found in many cultures. They 
are systems of classifications, lines and boundaries. 
A purity system “is a cultural map which indicates a 
place for everything and everything in its place.” 
Things that are okay in one place are impure or dirty 
in another, where they are out of place. So the social 
system is organized around the polarities of pure and 
impure, clean and unclean. These polarities apply to 
persons, places, things, times, and social groups. 
Most important is the way “pure” and “impure” ap-
plied to persons and social groups in the first century 
Jewish social world. It established a spectrum of peo-
ple ranging from the pure through varying degrees of 
purity to people on the margin to the radically im-
pure. One’s purity status depended to some extent on 
birth. This purity map places priests and Levites at 
the most pure, followed by “Israelites,” then 
“converts,” and then those who were impure because 
of some defect. But one’s degree of purity or impu-
rity also depended on behavior. Those who were 
carefully observant of the purity codes were “the 
pure,” of course. The worst of the nonobservant were 
“outcasts.” They included occupational groups such 
as tax collectors and shepherds. The “righteous” fol-
lowed the system and “sinners” were those who did 
not. The most impure” or “dirty” were considered 
“untouchables.” 

      The polarities of the purity system got attached to 
other contrasts as well. Physical wholeness was asso-
ciated with purity, and lack of wholeness (blind, 
lame, etc.) with impurity. This system also was asso-
ciated with economic class. Rich people were not 
automatically pure, but certainly abject poverty al-
most certainly made one impure. This association re-
sulted from popular wisdom, which saw wealth as a 
blessing from God and poverty as an indication that 
one had not lived right and therefore could not ob-
serve the purity laws.  
      But purity was also associated with the contrast 
between male and female. Generally speaking men 
were thought to be more pure than women. The natu-
ral bodily processes of childbirth and menstruation 
were considered sources of impurity for women. Fi-
nally the polarity of pure and impure also was at-
tached to whether one was a Jew or a Gentile. By 
definition, all Gentiles were impure and unclean. The 
effect of this system was to create a world with sharp 
social boundaries. At the center of the system was 
the temple and the priesthood. Taxes were closely 
linked to purity or being made pure. So temple and 
priesthood had economic as well as religious inter-
ests in this system. 
      In the message and activity of Jesus, we see an 
alternative social vision: a community shaped not by 
the politics of purity, but by the politics of compas-
sion. Jesus deliberately replaced the core value of pu-
rity with compassion. Jesus life and teaching re-
flected a view that compassion was the dominant 
quality of God and not holiness. Many of Jesus’ say-
ings indicted the purity system. He criticized a sys-
tem that emphasized tithing and neglected justice. 
Jesus called the Pharisees “unmarked graves which 
people walk over without knowing it.” The key to 
this saying is that corpses were a source of severe 
impurity. Jesus spoke of purity as on the inside and 
not on the outside. An example was his comment: 
“Blessed are the pure in heart.” The story of the 
Good Samaritan was a critical attack on the purity 
system and the Jewish social world based on purity.  
We can see the challenge to the purity system not 
only in Jesus’ teaching, but in much of his activity. 
One of his most characteristic activities was an open

and inclusive table. “Table fellowship” had a signifi-
cance in his world that is difficult for us to imagine. It 
was not a casual act, as it represented mutual accep-
tance. But rules around eating were deeply embedded 
in the purity system. So the meal was a microcosm of 
the social system and table fellowship an embodiment 
of Jesus’ social vision. Jesus frequently ate with out-
casts. This “open table” was a source of great anger 
by those who supported the purity system. The inclu-
siveness of Jesus’ movement embodied a radically 
alternative social vision. In short, there was some-
thing boundary shattering about the way Jesus taught 
and lived. Where purity divides and excludes, com-
passion unites and includes. 
      This struggle goes on in the church and society 
still today. Some churches or even groups in churches 
emphasize holiness and purity as the Christian way of 
life and they want sharp social boundaries. It is a sad 
irony that these groups, many who are seeking very 
earnestly to be faithful to Scripture, end up emphasiz-
ing those parts of Scripture that Jesus himself chal-
lenged and opposed. One could make a case that we 
have a secularized version of the politics of purity 
that makes sharp social boundaries. In the midst of 
our modern culture, it is important for those of us 
who would be faithful to Jesus to think and speak of a 
politics of compassion as the model for shaping our 
political order. It would produce a social system dif-
ferent in many ways from that generated by our re-
cent history. One example would be that a more com-
munity based dimension in our political life to bal-
ance the excesses generated by the politics of indi-
vidualism. The emphasis would be upon “covenant” 
and “civic virtue” as images of community.  
      How would we then look at issues such as public 
health vs. a health care system based upon wealth and 
individualism? What are some ways that you see this 
battle being played out between a community vs. in-
dividual approach to life? What groups do we see as 
“impure” and thus reject because they don’t fit our 
image of what is “pure?”

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      In our focus to find guests, we (or at least I) as 
EDGE Ministers often get too wrapped up in the 
greeting process and forget these guests are there 
for a reason—more than a warm, dry sanctuary. We 
know God is in all humans. And true hospitality 
searches for that God-particle which can blend with 
the host’s. This has to do with our hearts. 
      The pastor who authored the January Lectionary 
“Pastor’s Page” wrote, “Hospitality involves pro-
viding warm welcoming space in our hearts, lives 
and church for the guests that God sends our way. 
Like many other practices it is as much about 
changing our hearts and minds toward God’s king-
dom as it is providing hands of welcome in God’s 
name to others.” 
      So we need to concentrate on opening our 
hearts as well as our sanctuary doors—in fact, the 
former space is more important than the latter. 
When we open our hearts as we extend our wel-
coming hands, we can get a better sense of why 
God sent the guest(s). 
      Oh, yes. You and I—we—are all already minis-
ters. What spiritual discipline do you pursue? Might 
hospitality be an option? Well, if so, we have need 
for another dozen EDGE Ministers. Give me a call 
so I can give you more information.
