They filled their decorated cartons 
with eggs stuffed with surprising things that had no calories or monetary 
value. Thankfully it didn’t even rain on Saturday the 11th like it did Easter 
morning.  
 
      If you are over the age of 18 you may have missed the Easter Party we 
had last Saturday.  For those of you no longer in the business of egg hunt-
ing, this is what the children experienced the day before Easter.  
 
      The kids moved in shifts according to their ages. To make it easier to 

understand I followed the 5th and 6th graders. Keep in mind that the 3rd and 4th and Kindergarten through 
2nd graders moved along 10 or 20 minutes behind them in the experience. Each storyteller told their piece 
three times to three different groups of kids. 

 
The Greatest Story 
      Ethan, Sara, Kelly, Jake and Alan arrived by 9:30 to register and find their way to classroom 10 with 
egg cartons spray painted light green on the top. Ribbons, glue guns, stickers, fat marking pens and more 
waited for them to decorate their cartons. The kids started the work but knew they would need to finish at 
the end of the morning. At 9:35 Samantha Karpenko came in, telling the 5th & 6th graders about Jesus’ min-
istry and setting the stage for Holy Week. 
 
      After this quick story from Samantha, Eileen Rollins and Brant DeLarme led the kids outside to find 
two eggs hidden by the teens in the courtyard and around the woodshed. Our teens stayed one step ahead 
of the younger kids throughout the party, hiding the eggs right before the younger kids got there. These 
two eggs had palm branches and donkey fur hidden inside.  
 
Parades 
      Next their leaders took them to the sanctuary where Renee Hartloff told the story of the Palm Sunday 
parade. She explained why the kids’ eggs had fur and branches instead of the usual candy and money. 
Every egg they found that morning would have a symbol from Holy Week. 
 
      Off to the parking lot flowerbeds they went. After stepping around the folks weeding, they found three 
eggs with spices, a towel and crackers inside.  
 
From Passover Festival to Last Supper 
      Then they entered room 5 to find James Clark seated on floor pillows with candles and pitchers with 
basins. James told them of the Passover supper and how Jesus added new symbolism, what today we call 
Holy Communion. They snacked on matzo and grape juice only to jump up and head out again. 
      Behind the garage they found one egg. Inside it was one silver coin. 
 
Betrayed with a Kiss 
      Their next trip down the hall led them to Sherry Matthews in room 3. Across the door hung a sparkling 
blue sequined cloth. Outside the moneychanger exchanged their money for smaller bills. When they en-
tered the room under the cloth, they found a table set with donuts with pink icing, cheese sticks, and home-
made cookies with chocolate Easter eggs on top. Sadly, all they could afford after the moneychanger were 
bags of pretzels. Brant DeLarme tried to haggle with Sherry for a donut but she wouldn’t budge.

      As they sat down to eat, Sherry then explained to them how the coins they had found were symbols of  
how Jesus was betrayed for coins by Judas.

      Having eaten their pretzels, they walked past the other unaffordable snacks to the cottage backyard 
where they found three eggs filled with leather strips, nails, and crosses. 
 
Death  
      Renee Hartloff met them in the fireside room. Here she talked of how Jesus was tormented and killed 
with the things the children had found in their eggs. She used a hammer on a block, snapped a belt and 
showed them a spear to bring the message to life for them. 
 
      On the front lawn, the children found eggs painted black on the inside.  
 
Darkness 
      James then sat with them in the choir robing room to tell them of the darkness at Jesus’ death. The only 
light in the room was a small Coleman electric lamp they huddled around. James reminded them to tell 
each other when they feel scared, alone and cold.  
 
      Leaving the darkness behind them, the children found Easter eggs filled with butterflies and flowers in 
the Courtyard and the woodshed.  
 
Resurrection and Parents 
      Samantha met them last of all in the sanctuary to tell them the story of the resurrection. She read them 
an Easter book, telling them of new life in butterflies and flowers. 
 

Afterward, they all got to eat those unaffordable donuts and fine cookies that Sherry had made for 
them in the temple market room. Finally, their parents picked them up at noon in the classrooms where 
they had dropped them off.  
 

Remember! There were three groups moving through all of these stations just ten minutes behind 
each other with the teens hiding eggs in a just-in-time fashion. 

 
      The Children’s Council, Pastor Shirley, and several devoted volunteers accomplished it all with much 
effort. If you see a kid, ask her or him about the Easter party. So much was happening, I may have forgot-
ten something.

      The great news is that the tumor itself has not 
grown, and you will recall that it tested benign in 
October.  The challenge now is to identify what has 
happened to cause my right diaphragm to take a nap, 
effectively causing me to breathe with only one 
lung.  We’re working on that.  Meanwhile, if you 
hear me breathing hard, it is because one lung is at-
tempting the work of two. 
      All this slows me down a bit, especially as I tire 
easily.  However, there are too many exciting things 
to be doing to sit for long.  I know God’s faithful 
presence in and through this. Whatever events may 
unfold God’s wisdom will be my guide.
