The task of the
Capital Funds Ministry was to deter

o and, if yes, how to go about this.
The Capital Funds Ministry met in March and
decided that moving forward was in the best inter
est of the church for successful ministry in tharge
ahead. After much discussion we decided that th
project was large enough that we needed help in flo-
ing this. Our Conference Director of Stewardship,
Tom Wilson recommended we meet with a repre
sentative of RSI from Dallas, Texas. This is a €0
pany that works with congregations to fund their
major projects. They have consulted with over
1,600 churches to reach their financial goals. We
met with Roy Collins from Denver and we inter-
viewed each other. After Roy left, the committee
was so impressed that it recommended to the
Church Council that we contract with RSI to lead
us. The Church Council has concurred and ap-
proved our contracting with RSI to be our capital
resource developer and to guide us in reaching ofir
goal. RSI has recommended that we have both
Capital Fund Drive and our Annual Pledge Drive dt
the same time this fall. Erby Cox will soon be eo
ing from Dallas to meet with members of the Cap
tal Funds Ministry to begin this process. Pledse
fer prayers for those persons who will be suppgrti
our Capital Funds Ministry in the months ahead.

We read and hear alarming statistics onttie s
of the health care system in the U.S. It is a major
topic in the 2008 presidential election debates.
Some of the numbers are staggering:

“Forty-seven million Americans are without

health insurance

More than 18,000 Americans die each year

as a result of lacking health insurance

Health care costs the nation more than 15

percent of its gross domestic product

America spends twice that of any other na-

tion on health care yet ranks"3in the

world in the standard of health, according to

the World Health Organization.

Medical bills are the No. 1 cause of per-

sonal bankruptcy in the US(1)
These numbers reflect an even larger health care
crisis for children. Our children are the most vul-
nerable when it comes to health care. When chil-
dren don’t get proper health care, their problems
stay with them the rest of their lives. Childrep-e
resent our future, so addressing their health care
problems at an early age is cost effective!

Having regular health check-ups, immuniza-
tions, routine dental care, care for medical emer-
gencies are all areas that can make a signifigént d
ference in the health, growth, and well-being haf t
child. While some government programs are in
place to address limited service to the low-income
population — we know that the problem transcends
income levels. Here are some key child healthindi
cators in Washington State:

8.1% of all children in Washington were

uninsured throughout 2003-2006 (estimated

127,000 children)

451 babies in Washington died before th¢
first birthday in 2003 (5.6 of every 1,000)
33.7% of two-year olds in Washington we
not fully immunized in 2005

In 2004, 28.6% of babies were born to

mothers who did not receive early prenatgl

care.

6.2% of babies (5,063 babies) were born

low birth weight in Washington in 200&)
What do these statistics mean? It means that th
families and children were not involved with a
health care system or a medical home to addres
critically important preventive care as well as Iing
cal care. It means that both personal and natiof
resources will be diverted to pay for illness amsd
abilities as the result of limited or no healthecas
these children grow up.

Even those of us who have health insurandg
access to health care experience obstacles and
lenges to getting timely appointments and need;
care. Employers may offer health care plans by
they are sometimes too expensive and do not ¢

a family’s needs. For many families, health insuf

ance is just not available. Too often families mu
make monetary choices between gas for their ¢
to get to work, food, and housing.
