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What is swine flu? 
It is a respiratory disease of pigs caused by a Type A 
virus. Persons do not ordinarily get swine flu, but 
human infections are now occurring, and are re-
ported in several states in the U.S., in British Co-
lumbia and Mexico where many deaths are occur-
ring. There are concerns of a “pandemic influ-
enza” – a worldwide epidemic of influenza due to 
this new virus subtype, causing high rates of illness 
and death. Examples are the Great Influenza of 
1918, the Asian flu of 1957 and the Hong Kong flu 
of 1968. 
 

How is swine flu spread? 
 Like any influenza virus, the virus for swine flu is 
spread by droplets from coughs and sneezes. Some-
times people may become infected by touching 
something with flu viruses on it and then touching 
their mouth or nose. Infected people may be able to 
infect others beginning 1 day before symptoms de-
velop and up to 7 or more days after becoming sick. 
Swine flu viruses are not spread by food. You can-
not get swine flu from eating pork. 
 

What are the signs and symptoms of swine flu  
in humans? 
They are similar to the symptoms of regular human 
flu and include fever, cough, sore throat, body 
aches, headache, chills and fatigue. Some people 
have reported diarrhea and vomiting. Severe illness 
(pneumonia and respiratory failure) and deaths have 
been reported with swine flu infections. It can also 
cause a worsening of underlying chronic medical 
conditions. 

 
What should I do to protect myself from getting 
sick? 
Since there is no vaccine available right now to pro-
tect against swine flu, take these steps to protect 
your health: 

·    First and most important: wash your hands 
with soap and water, especially after you 
cough or sneeze, or touch a possibly con-
taminated surface or item. Alcohol based 
hand cleaners are also effective 

·    Try to stay in good general health  
·    Get plenty of sleep 
·    Be physically active, manage your stress, 

drink plenty of fluids 
·    Eat nutritious foods 
·    Try not to touch surfaces that may be con-

taminated 
·    Avoid close contact with people who are 

sick 
·    Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth - 

germs spread this way 
·    If you get sick, stay home from work or 

school and limit contact with others to avoid 
infecting them 

 

Are there medicines to treat swine flu? 
Yes, there are anti-viral drugs that fight against the 
flu virus multiplying in your body. If you are sick, 
antiviral drugs can make your illness milder and 
make you feel better faster. They may also prevent 
serious flu complications. The antiviral drugs work 
best if started soon after getting sick (within 2 days 
of symptoms).
