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We talk a lot about Phoenix Housing Network,
especially around the time of the two weeks per
year that our congregation participates in theix pr
gram. For those of you who are new to our congre-
gation or just have not been paying much attention
this is the first of a two-part series that, hogigfu
will let you know what Phoenix Housing is and
how we are involved in this unique ministry.

PHOENIX HOUSING NETWORK MISSION
STATEMENT: “Phoenix Housing Network em-
powers homeless families to achieve and maintain
permanent housing in an atmosphere of support,
love, and respect. We collaborate with the larger
faith community as well as community providers to
help families gain skills and overcome barriers to
their self-sufficiency.”

To live into this mission statement PHN work
with five families at a time to help them move from
homelessness to self-sufficiency. They only take
families: one parent or two, one to six (the nvost
have experienced) children, newborns to teens.
What they all have in common is their lack of hous-
ing. Some come to the program from living in their
cars, outstaying their welcome with other family

and friends, or having to leave an abusive home
situation.

The major commitment of families with PHN
is to work hard at overcoming whatever the cauges
are for their homelessness. They are expected t
work at this like they would a full time job. The
kids go to school, the adults receive counseling
take classes, and otherwise work on whatever tf
need to become independent.

PHN has a center on"?#h Tacoma that pro-
vides a place for the families to call home. Therg
are shared spaces for kids to play, adults to relak
kitchen and dining room for meals during the day.
Each family has their own stove, refrigerator ang
storage space at the center. There are rooms fof
counseling and classes and a room full of clotbes s
the adults can find appropriate clothes for inter-
viewing for jobs and getting through the first few
weeks looking professional.

But there is no overnight housing at theteen
That's where we come in. Watch for Part Il in th¢
next Circuit Rider to find out how our congregatipn
is involved.
