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             From mid-August through the end of September, schools of various kinds are starting 
again for their fall schedule. Many pre-schools and day cares are year round, but the public 
and private schools for our children and youth usually begin just before or just after Labor 
Day weekend. Ours are no exception--unless you are in a school system that is going on 
strike. Our colleges begin at different times so there can be quite a difference in their starting 
date. So, the time is here and now for our children, youth, young adults, and other 
adults to begin a time of more concentrated study and fellowship. 
      Last Sunday I talked about the many ways we as a faith community, support those being 

baptized. This begins a life-long process. From providing safe and nurturing nursery care to classes for some 
of the oldest members in our congregation, we continue to affirm and support each individual’s personal 
growth. While this is hopefully done during worship in our preaching, sharing of our sacraments of baptism, 
and communion and other worship elements, we especially do so through our Christian education opportuni-
ties.  
      With some exceptions, our church often follows the school year in respect to providing classes for all 
ages. On Sunday, September 9th we begin our church school program for our children, youth, and adults. 
Nursery care will be available during both services and for classes and events during the week as needed. 
Our children currently have their church school during the Traditional Service at 9:00, but we hope to soon 
provide church school for our children during the Celebration Service at 10:30 as well. Needed are some 
adults who have attended one of the worship services to do education during the other one.  
      Some of our youth have three specific opportunities for learning and fellowship. All will have both the 
Sunday School classes and the youth groups on Sunday evening. They have many other events and things to 
do as well. For 6th to 12th grade youth there is the Confirmation class led by pastors in the East Pierce 
County Circuit.  
      For adults, there is a brochure that outlines many opportunities to grow spiritually, in knowledge of the 
scriptures, and other topics as well. If there is something you don’t see that you would appreciate studying, 
let one of the members the Adult Council or our pastors know and we will see how we can assist in develop-
ing such a class.  
      Just remember, as our bodies change from the time we are born until our death, so too, we need to pro-
vide stimulation to our brain and spiritual nurturing throughout our life. 
      Have YOU planned on participating in one of our classes or are you signed up for a class yet? 
      Join us as we search for understanding and feel the warmth and joy of sharing with one another in a 
small group learning experience.  
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      The Staff Parish Relations Committee is pleased to announce 
that the new director for the Music Team is our current Director 
of Music, Suna Chung.
