When I look at my days, 
I want to live these from my core—in my words and in my doing. 
 
The other day Pastor Janet Leonard and I were talking about the growing number of home-
less in our area. She spoke about some ideas that the area homeless advocates and churches 
were considering to provide the most basic of services and to help relieve related problems. 
My immediate response was to say, “Whoa!” I was very quick to come up with reasons 
why I or this church might not be very involved. “I mean,” I said, “we care a lot about the 
homeless but…” I was relieved when the discussion ended and I could get back to my min-
istry work. 
 
After Pastor Janet left I began to feel anxious and my guts hurt. What’s wrong with me? I 
wondered if I was coming down with the flu.  But as I reflected, I knew that wasn’t it. I 
knew that I was ignoring my core beliefs and foundational scriptures… and even if my 
head said one thing, my body was going to alert me that something wasn’t right for me.  
And so, I am called back to my Bible and “to my knees,” to figure out how I can live in this 
community with integrity to my core and to my faith. 
 
What are your foundational scriptures? How do you feel when you are not following their 
Word for you? I’d love to hear more… 
 
Please know I mean it when I say, “I want to know you more.”  How about sharing a cup-
of…, a walk, lunch, a chat in my office…

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      Wendy, thank you for being our Nursery atten-
dant, and for caring for our children ages newborn 
to eleven on special occasions.  The children en-
joyed their time with you, and we felt good trusting 
you with our precious ones.  We will miss you in the 
Nursery, but we are happy that you will be able to 
participate in many of the other events of this, your 
church home.   
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      How good it feels to be back, although I have a 
lot of healing ahead of me yet.  Your support, en-
couragement, and caring have definitely made the 
pathway of this journey a bit smoother.  Anxieties 
my children and husband experienced have been 
soothed.  Thank you. 
      The surgery went as desired.  After seeing things 
the surgeon was very pleased that we did not delay.  
The tumor was small, but not a simple mass, and it 
involved two nerves having to do with arm function.  
The tumor was removed with very little damage to 
the nerve fiber.  The dysfunction in my arm at this 
point is due to the trauma of surgery, but with ther-
apy is expected to repair quite well. 
      The respiratory failure I experienced a few days 
after I came home is idiopathic:  that means they 
have no idea why it happened, nor do they have any 
idea how to fix it.  The paralysis of the right dia-
phragm from last November is now matched by pa-
ralysis on the left.   My lung capacity is at about 
50%, and breathing when I lie down feels impossi-
ble.  The bi-pap machine is helping with sleeping, 
so all I need to do is become accustomed to it.  I in-
vite you to join in praying for a miracle that at least 
some function will return to the diaphragms.   
      Meanwhile, I’ll make adjustments.  My level of 
activity is necessarily lower, especially as I am con-
tinuing to recover from the surgery.  This is my op-
portunity to examine some of the things I do and de-
cide which no longer need doing, or can be done as 
well or better by others.  If you’ve been thinking 
you need a new ministry opportunity, especially in 
our children, youth, or young adult areas, or in the 
support services behind them, here is your opportu-
nity.  Join me for a cup of tea and we’ll look for 
where you heart will be happy.   
      I appreciate all of you and your support.  Our 
mission statement says we experience and share 
God’s love.  I know that to be very true.
