As we connect more to Christ and to sharing Christ’s love, we find good 
results are evident -- we are “bearing fruit” in increased participation and enthusiasm, and 
in a deepening relationship to God and our community. 
          Matthew 14:  We are a congregation that is somewhat like the original disciples in 
the scene of “feeding the 5,000.” They knew the people were hungry, but they couldn’t 
imagine how they were going to feed them all. Yes, we know that worry. The needs of 
God’s people are so many, how can we possibly take care of them? How do we not give 
up? This passage reminds us that we don’t have to do it all alone. God’s miraculous grace is 
moving among us to help us discover our strengths and resources for ministry.

      Be cautious about giving info to census 
workers. With the U.S. Census process begin-
ning, the Better Business Bureau (BBB) ad-
vises people to be cooperative, but cautious, so 
as not to become a victim of fraud or identity 
theft. 
      The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is 
under way as workers have begun verifying the 
addresses of households across the country. 
Eventually, more than 140,000 U.S. Census 
workers will count every person in the United 
States and will gather information about every 
person living at each address including name, 
age, gender, race, and other relevant data. 
      The big question is - How do you tell the 
difference between a U.S. Census worker and a 
con artist? The Better Business Bureau (BBB) 
offers the following advice:  
      If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your 
door, (they are currently only verifying address 
information) they will have the following: 
1.      a badge, 
2.      a hand held device, 
3.      a Census Bureau canvas bag, and 
4.      a confidentiality notice. 
 

      Ask to see their identification and their 
badge before answering their questions. How-
ever, you should never invite anyone you don't 
know into your home.  
      While the Census Bureau might ask for ba-
sic financial information, such as a salary 
range, it will not ask for Social Security, bank 
account, or credit card numbers nor will em-
ployees solicit donations.  
            Eventually, Census workers may contact 
you by telephone, mail, or in person at home. 
However, they will not contact you by Email, 
so be on the lookout for Email scams imperson-
ating the Census. Never click on a link or open 
any attachments in an Email that are suppos-
edly from the U.S. Census Bureau.
