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In 1995, at the urging of Pastor Boblk#g
an endowment committee was established. Our di-
rection and purpose are set forthTime Discipling
the rules and policies that govern the United Meth-
odist Church.

An endowment is a financial gift dorthte
the church to be used as a source of income usuall
to support a specific need. As gifts are received,
they are deposited to an “endowment fuwtiich is
then invested so the gains and revenues earned cd
be used to help maintain the intended use.

An example is our Building Maintenance
Endowment, which was established when two of oy
members named the church in their wills, and their
executors sent us checks to help the Trustees main
tain the church properties. During the last fewrgea
the Trustees have received an average of $5200 pq
year from this endowment fund. The fund balance
has grown even after these annual withdrawals.
