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In the city of the “four hills” (Pullman, Washington) where I grew up, our 
church, Simpson UMC, had a huge neon cross on the outside of its great upside-
down-arc wall. I remember a cold, dark night coming home for Christmas, my 
first year of college-- exhausted from finals, and all the tangle of new relation-
ships. We were rounding one of the final curves, coming down, down from Col-
fax. Suddenly, out of the dark, that drop-off into the little Palouse River valley 
came to view in a twinkling of tiny lights below. But what caught my heart was 
up, seemingly floating on the far hill, that great lit cross. Tears came to my eyes, 
a lump filled my throat. My longings and hopes engulfed and overwhelmed me 
for a moment. I was so thankful to be home to where I was freely loved, and  
where I had first come to know God within me.  
 

The words of the Advent call of the prophet Isaiah (which I had heard at chapel 
just a few days before) came rushing back to me, “The people who walked in 
darkness have seen a great light.” And in a flash they took on real, living, soul- 
meaning for me.  
 

Since that night, I have seen that view of the cross floating in the darkness many 
times in my mind’s eye. It seems to come when I need a little brightness to help 
me along my way. I have come to understand that—whether we get to return 
“home” or not, whether the neon cross light burns on our church or not—Our 
God sent to us that first Christmas (and ever since), His Christ-Light into this 
world, into our very midst--  even into the darkest, coldest night-- to help us 
keep hope in His abiding, compassionate presence with us and to help our hearts 
find their way into his household of love.

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      The Building Maintenance Endowment provides 
some of the funds for the Trustees to use for emer-
gency repairs, replacing major items, and ongoing 
maintenance of our facilities. It originated in 1993 
from three bequests and received a major addition in 
1996. This by no means meets all the requirements 
the Trustees address but is a major source of funds. 
Furnace repairs, new computers and copiers are ex-
amples of how the funds are used. 
      About one half of this fund’s liquid assets are 
invested in a socially responsible mutual fund. An-
other of this endowment’s assets is the Puyallup 
church’s one half investment of $84,830 in the Cot-
tage—the other one-half is the Whitney Memorial 
UMC’s share. 
      $5,034 was transferred to the Capital Improve-
ment account (the Trustees’ checking account) from 
this fund in 2009.
